» targets for reduction of biodegradable municipal waste to landfill

« banning co-disposal of hazardous and non-hazardous wastes, and requiring separate landfills for
hazardeus, non-hazardous and inert wastes

« banning landfill of tyres {by 2003 for whole tyres, 2004 for shredded tyres)

« banning landfill of liquid wastes, infectious clinical waste and certain types of hazardous waste
{e.g. explosive, highly flammabile], all by 2001

» provisions on the control, monitoring. reporting and closure of sites, which already form the
backbone of waste managemenit legislation in the UK
